MIXING GEOGRAPHIC MAPS

WHAT CAN BE BUILT AND WHAT IS NEGESSARY TO BUILD? THE SECOND EDITION OF THE FUTURE
INVESTMENT INITIATIVE FORUM (Fll) TOOK PLAGE IN RIYADH IN OCTOBER 2018. THE FORUM
LAUNGHED THE GLOBAL DEBATE ON HOW TO MOVE AWAY FROM THE IDEA OF «INVESTMENTS FOLLOW

DAVOS VICE VERSA Ayear ago, after the opening
session of FlI, the forum was internationally dubbed as «Da-
vos in the Desert». Literally, this is inaccurate: Riyadh with
apopulation of 8 million people is one of the largest cities in
Asiawith a more well-developed infrastructure than any oth-
er city of comparable size in the region. In general, itis much
easier to confuse the downtown hotels in Riyadh with the
downtown of New York or Shanghai than with the small
mountain resort of Davos Klosters. However, this is not the
main point. Davos in the Desert as an international econom-
ic forum and its participants are what really resemble the
world economic forum held in Davos — the same GEQs of
the largest world companies and politicians in semi-private
settings, the same media outlets, the same official delega-
tions, and the signing of contracts and memorandums. It
also seems to follow the same principle: HRH Prince Mo-
hammed bin Salman bin Abdulaziz, the Crown Prince, Vice
President of the Council of Ministers and Minister of De-
fense, when announcing FlI-2018 ayear ago, declared, «We
invite only those who have a rich imagination.» Visionaries
have been the main official guests of the World Economic
Forum (WEF) in Switzerland for many years now. Since the
1990s, the WEF in Switzerland has become the key place for
gconomists, sociologists and businesses to discuss future
global trends. The WEF and the FIl forums are in many ways
similar but FIl is much more clearly focused on identifying
the priority areas for innovative development and on a vi-
sionary glimpse into the future. While most of the major
world economic forums discuss what can be done concern-
ing the existing world problems, the basis of the FIl agenda
is completely different: how can economies and states influ-
ence future world development? How can they create new
trends consciously and rationally, and not just react to exist-
ing ones?

A FUTURE THAT CAN BE CREATED Accord-
ing to the Minister of Energy, Industry and Mineral Re-
sources of Saudi Arabia Khalid A. Al-Falih, the 3,000 Fll
participants in Riyadh, including representatives of major
American and European companies, are a rather worthy
demonstration of the importance of the forum’s agenda.
Particularly, the Minister highlighted the participation of
key players from Russia and China. From the oil and invest-
ment perspective the forum turned out to be extremely pro-
ductive, with a total worth of agreements and contracts
signed exceeding $ 55 billion, including major energy and
utilities infrastructure investments in Saudi Arabia. The key
takeaways from FIl 2018 include the idea that perhaps the
traditional economic reality is coming to its end. Many
global investment market players have new technologies
and financial capabilities at their disposal that will allow
them to change the concept of the global economic geog-
raphy of the world in a few decades. The changes will be

related to the location of technological development cen-
tres, cultural capitals and the traditional balance of world
cultures, transport hubs and links, and community struc-
ture. These features will be implemented one way or anoth-
er. The question is — how these opportunities can be
used? For what? To what end? It is a very unusual way of
looking at things in terms of European business culture.
European economic history, unlike the traditional Islamic
one, generally gives the state the monopoly to rule eco-
nomic geography — New cities are founded by states, new
gconomic provinces are a product of state regulation, soci-
ety gratefully goes along with the opportunities offered by
governments and businesses. Saudi Arabia, at first glance,
is almost following the same pattern. However, Vision
2030, which was announced in 2016 and now being imple-
mented (see p. 11), is an unusual development plan for a
country in this sense. One of the most ambitious develop-
ment programs in the world is not built on the basis of

WHY DOES SAUDI ARABIA BUILD NEW CITIES?

>

The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia (KSA) is one of the most urbanized countries in the world, where the migration

of people to the largest cities occurred very early. Vision 2030 identified several large urban projects, which
in the future should transform the Saudi economy and ecosystems. First of all, the NEOM project — the
«city of technologies», a centre of technological development, with a total investment of up to $500 billion.
It will probably be the first metropolis in the world with a population of 1 million built in such a short period
of time. NEOM could become a global testing ground for the development of all the technologies associated
with such projects, since there are only few alternatives in China and, possibly, India. In addition, KSA is
planning to invest in a huge resort area on the Red Sea coast. In fact, it is going to be a new world centre of
global tourism, which will be larger than the Egyptian projects in Sinai and on the African coast of the Red
Sea, providing recreational opportunities for the entire European Union. Finally, there is the Qiddiya project
—anew sports and cultural centre for the Riyadh megalopolis. This project was launched in April 2018 one
year later than the other two projects however it is of equal importance with the NEOM project and the resort
area of the Red Sea coast. Aimed at young people and women, Qiddiya is considered as the future driving
force behind of the cultural transformation of society in Saudi Arabia.

Itis not
surprising that future unusual trends that combine econom-
ics, technology and sociology were discussed in Riyadh.
The general question «what resources should be used to
build the future?» is not relevant here, the more important
question is — «what exactly can be built?»

GEOGRAPHY OF INNOVATION e main topic
of the panel discussion of the three-day forum was devoted
to globalisation, but from a different perspective — the joint
view of business and government creating a collective vision
of the future. However, itis more a dream than areality, since
the 2000s the futuristic views of states and large interna-
tional companies have differed significantly. Meanwhile, the
corporate point of view on the future is gradually becoming
more similar to the view of the authorities of large metropol-
itan cities in the United States, Europe and Asia.The topic of
the geography of innovation is also unusual. After several
decades of experimentation by large investment banks with
alternative centres for innovative technological development
(usually in the Third World countries, the most famous of
which are projects in India), the idea that the future geogra-
phy of innovation can be managed by investment decisions,
sounds, on the one hand, like a challenge, on the other like
a statement.

Vision 2030 plans its future precisely on these issues.
Imagine that the Arabian Gulf is interested in its own future
as one of the centres of world technological civilization, as
a collection of large ultra modern cities, no less significant
than the largest cities of the World, no less developed from
any point of view, no less influential in matters of the world
agenda, determining on equal terms the cultural and social

trends that create the world’s fashion (and that’s how Vision
2030 defines the role of “new cities, on the Arabian Penin-
sula see references). Now imagine a world in which there
are 50 more such cities and they arise not where we are ac-
customed to seeing them, but how they emerged in the 12-

15th centuries — from the Malabar Gulf to Somalia, from
the Malacca Peninsula to Philippines, in China, in Central
Asia, in South America, in the centre of Africa. What will this
world be like? What could this world be like? What should
be done to create this world? Will it be more comfortable,

safe and more cultured than the existing one? This, in fact,
is the main agenda of FII.

The
further Another four major topics discussed in Riyadh were
relatively well-known in the intellectual community and ap-
parently, will soon become mainstream in global discus-
sions of the future. Not only are these topics interesting in
themselves, but their selection and coexistence as the main
topics on the «Davos in the Desert» agenda is also perti-
nent. These issues include health care, immersive technol-
ogy, the future of cities and the sustainable development of
the poorest countries. Individually, these topics have been
studied rather in-depth, for example, by the World Bank.
However, combining them together had a rather unusual ef-
fect— in this case the focus is on the future of society and
how the business of the future will play its role in it. In the
field of sustainable development, a notable moment at Fll
was the discussion involving the CEQs of the large corpo-
rations such as Siemens, Saudi Aramco and Nestle
about their vision of the implementation of the UN Sustain-
able Development Goals program. It was a provocative sub-
ject to some extent, as transnational companies made a
greater contribution to the development of all social aspects
of life in the Third World countries than governments. This
contribution is sometimes perceived as invisible and rath-
er chaotic, although itis clear that pharmaceutical and ba-
by food companies have done more for the demographic
development of Africa and Southeast Asia than any other
global state institution since the 1970s. The discussion in
Riyadh was interesting primarily because itis one of the few
places in the world where participants are ready to talk
about interests and concerns of transnational business out-
side the usual framework of the «power-business» rela-
tionship.

Healthcare problems were also been discussed in depth.
The main conclusion was that soon increased life expectancy
and development of medical technology will come together
and potentially disrupt human physiology as we know it today.
This is no longer a matter of philosophy but literally practical
issues — What will an ultramodern metropolis with an average
life expectancy of 75 years and with a fully-functioning stan-
dard healthcare system be like? What will be in demand in this
city? And in this regard, how should we build such new cities
s0 that they will be not only a place to live but also incubators
of new disruptive technologies? These questions are not easy
toanswer. Inthe modernworld, innovation and high life expec-
tancy are considered opposing concepts, the technologies of
the future are created by young people (despite the fact that
people must be experienced to innovate).

The closing topic of FIl was immersive technologies. Due
to the rapid development of immersive technologies and aug-
mented reality, the world is changing faster than ever in the
history of civilization. How can societies influence the develop-
ment of such technologies in order to «squeeze out» the max-
imum gain for their well-being? How will immersive technolo-
gies affect ideas about social disparities, how will they interact
with infrastructure inequality?

The main value of «Davos in the Desert» is that these is-
sues were notdiscussed inatheoretical way, butin investment
terms — Where should we invest in order to influence these
processes? What can be achieved? The presence of Russia in
Riyadhinthis sense was a very good sign. Kirill Dmitriev, head
ofthe Russian Direct Investment Fund, said at FlI, «We beligve
that this conference can create many opportunities for Saudi
Arabia, we are amazed at the changes that have occurred in the
Kingdom in the last two years» (for cooperation between the
RDIF and Saudi Arabia, see p. 10). These changes, in fact, were
behind Fll becoming such a phenomenon, and one that will
certainly continue evolve. m

THE POWER OF ART AND INNOVATION

A proactive so-
ciety, a thriving economy, an ambitious nation — this is how
HRH Prince Mohammed bin Salman bin Abdulaziz, the Crown
Prince, Vice President of the Council of Ministers and Minister
of Defense, sees the country’s future. It was his idea to orga-
nize the forum, which became a perfect platform for showcas-
ing the potential of Saudi Arabia and attracting investments.
Developed under the auspices of HRH the Crown Prince, the
Vision 2030 program aims to reduce the country’s dependence
on oil exports and bring it to a leading position in the global
economy. Reforms affect all areas of the Kingdom'’s life, from
the economy to culture and sports.

Among the top priorities are the creation of new jobs for
young people, the localisation of production, the development
of private business and technology, and the improvement of
the quality of life. The implementation of ambitious plans re-
quires significant investments, as well as technological, sci-
entific and information support from other countries. There is
no shortage of opportunities for those who want to participate
in Saudi projects. For decades, Saudi Arabia has been regard-
ed only as an oil kingdom and a profitable arms market. Now
the Kingdom opens up new opportunities for investors.

Vision 2030 was first published in 2016 and the following
year, literally a few months after HRH Prince Mohammed bin

Salman was appointed the heir to the throne, the first invest-
ment forum was held. The participants included Christine La-
garde, the Managing Director and Chairwoman of the IMF, the
heads of the New York and London stock exchanges and
around four thousand people from 90 countries.

This year, HRH the Crown Prince was developing his con-
nections with the Western world. He spent three weeks travel-
ling around the United States, where he spoke about the coun-
try’s desire to reform. He also met with brokers of the New York
Stock Exchange, IT entrepreneurs of Silicon Valley and Holly-
wood tycoons. Over the past year, Saudi Arabia hosted the first
tours of foreign orchestras, including the Mariinsky Theatre
Symphony Orchestra conducted by Valery Gergiev. However,
the most important event of the year was lifting the ban on
women driving in KSA.

In virtue of these changes the success of the second fo-
rum was predetermined. The ministers from European coun-
tries and the USA, representatives of international financial
institutions and corporations were announced as partici-
pants. However, three weeks before the opening of FIl, Saudi
journalist Jamal Khashoggi was murdered in the Consulate
General of Saudi Arabia in Istanbul and Riyadh came under
fire. Nevertheless, the authorities of the Kingdom decided not
to cancel the event.

The number of
participants of the second forum equaled the first. According
to official statistics, it was attended by over three thousand five
hundred participants from 88 countries, including heads of
eight states and more than 20 ministers. Abdullah I, the King
of Jordan; HRH Sheikh Mohammed bin Rashid Al Maktoum,
the Ruler of the Emirate of Dubai; HRH Salman bin Hamad bin
Isa Al Khalifa, the Crown Prince of Bahrain; HE Ali Bongo On-
dimba, the President of Gabon; HE Macky Sall, the President
of Senegal; HE Imran Khan, the Prime Minister of Pakistan; HE
Saad Hariri, the Prime Minister of Lebanon; and representa-
tives of the authorities of Kuwait and Ethiopia came to support
Saudi Arabia. High-ranking Western politicians were not
among the forum participants. However, Steven Mnuchin, U.S.
Secretary of the Treasury, visited Riyadh. He held talks with his
Saudi counterpart, and also met with His Royal Highness Mo-
hammed bin Salman. Many Western businessmen participat-
ed inthe forum. In particular, there was Patrick Pouyanne, the
chairman and CEO of Total, Paal Kibsgaard, CEQ of Schlum-
berger, as well as representatives of Mastercard, HSBC, Wood
Mackenzie and many others. «ltis very difficult to imagine that
there will be a decrease in contacts with Saudi Arabia, taking
into account its importance for world energy markets,» said
John Flint, GEQ of HSBC, in an interview with Reuters. Many

businessmen from the United States and Great Britain stated
that they had built relationships with Saudi Arabia over the
years and did not want to lose them.

Russia was represented by a large delegation headed
by Kirill Dmitriev, CEO of the Russian Direct Investment Fund
(RDIF).

For their part, the Saudi authorities did not avoid the topic
of the murder of the journalist. «Today as we all know these are
difficult days for us and the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia...No-
body inthe Kingdom can justify it,» said Khalid A. Al-Falih, the
Minister of Energy, Industry and Mineral Resources of Saudi
Arabia, on the first day of the forum. But at the same time, he
added that «the Kingdom is in the midst of a historic transfor-
mation of unprecedented proportions. ..and a transformation
journey will not be stopped.»

Undoubtedly,
the central event of the forum was the speech of given by HRH
the Crown Prince, which also began with the words about the
Khashoggi case. «This is a heinous crime that cannot be justi-
fied,» said HRH Mohammed bin Salman. He promised to pun-

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ish the guilty and maintain relationships with Ankara. How-
ever, his main promise was an oath to turn the new Middle East
into a new Europe. «This is my personal war, | don’t want to
leave this life until | see the Middle East ahead of the whole
World. I'm sure that this will certainly come true,» said HRH
the Crown Prince.

During the session, at which HRH Mohammed bin Salman
spoke with the HRH Crown Prince of Bahrain and the Prime
Minister of Lebanon, they spoke about the reforms that Saudi
Arabia and other Arab countries are pursuing in order to aban-
dontheir oil dependence. According to HRH the Crown Prince,
the country’s non-oil revenues have tripled over the past two
years, and the number of jobs has doubled. HRH the Crown
Prince also said that the capitalisation of the public invest-
ment fund in Saudi Arabia will reach $ 400 billion by the end
of 2019. «We continue to implement all our projects, despite
attempts from outside to hinder our efforts,» said HRH Mo-
hammed bin Salman.

In confirmation of his words, almost all Saudi speakers at
the forum spoke about the progress in implementing Vision
2030. In particular, Al-Falih announced the launch of the Na-
tional Development and Logistics Program. «The program’s
strategy is to transform Saudi Arabia into a leading industrial
state and global logistics platform,» he said. “Its goal is to in-
crease GDP by $ 586 billion by 2030, provide 1.6 million new
jobs and actively attract investments.»

«The strength we need to develop in the Arab world today
is the power of innovation. Existing pipelines should become
credit lines for businesses. Qil refineries will be technological
incubators,» said HRH Salman bin Hamad, the Crown Prince
of Bahrain.

Contracts worth over $ 55 billion were signed
over the three days of the forum. More than half involved Sau-
di Aramco. In particular, the company agreed to start building
a petrochemical complex in partnership with Total. Trafigura
Singapore plans to build the first copper smelter in the Arabian
Peninsula. There are plans to create two silicone factories, as
well as many other projects on localisation of production and
technology development.

Another area for development in the Kingdom is the en-
tertainment industry. So-called giga projects will help to
change the concept of recreation, including attitudes to-
wards sports, as well as creating additional jobs outside the
oil sector. These giga projects include one that is based on
the Silicon Valley model: the city of the future — Neom,
which will become a economic free zone and a scientific
cluster; two huge tourist zones (Red Sea and AMALAA), as
well as the educational and entertainment park Qiddiya. The
launch of the first phase of these projects is planned for
2022. The forecasted number of jobs in tourism is 1.2 mil-

lion in 2020, revenue from tourism is expected to reach $
47 billion per year.

John Pagano, the CEQ of the Red Sea Development Com-
pany, promised that work on the project will begin in 2019. Ac-
cording to the plans, the first visitors may be able to see Neom
next year. The authorities of the Kingdom did not exclude the
possibility that FIl 2019 could be held in Neom. Nadhmi A. Al-
Nasr, Executive Director of the Neom project, conducted doz-
ens of negotiations with potential partners and investors at the
forum this year. According to him, he was convinced that they
were still ready to cooperate. The full implementation of the

project, which will be built on an area of 26.5 thousand square
kilometers on the Red Sea coast, will take many years. It is
planned that the city will use only solar and wind energy and
will become a technological hub for Asia and Africa. The in-
vestment potential of the project is $ 500 billion. Russian com-
panies have been invited to take part in it. The invitation was
made personally by HRH Crown Prince Mohammed bin
Salman during his meeting with the Russian delegation.

The
Russians were especially welcomed at the forum. This was
primarily because Russian businessmen had not changed
their plans to visit the event. HRH Crown Prince Mohammed
bin Salman, welcoming the guests, said, «Now we know who
our best friends are.»

The business part of Fll is the subject of a separate story
(see p. 14-15). Nevertheless, it is impossible not to forget the
most unexpected part of the Russian participation in the forum
—its cultural program. The members of the Russian delegation
—Kirill Dmitriev, head of the Russian Direct Investment Fund;
Dmitry Konov, head of SIBUR; Mark Garber, GHP Group; Andrei
Kostin, VTB; Mikhail Piotrovsky, director of the Hermitage Mu-
seum-said that there should be no boundaries for investments,
technologies, science and culture. They built a new image of
Russia for Arab, Western and Asian businessmen. What is es-
pecially appealing to the Russians is that Saudi Arabia adopted
the concept of the country’s development not only through the
economy, but also culture. Inthe coming years, it plans to open
18 new museums, 80 cultural and historical heritage sites in the
Kingdom. According to Mikhail Piotrovsky, Russia is ready to
help the Saudi side in developing its museums. The first Was-
sily Kandinsky from the Russian Museum is scheduled in the
near future. Three paintings by Kandinsky and two by Filonov
were displayed in the Russian pavilion at the forum. Kirill Dmi-
triev stated that it is not enough to build strong relationships
between states alone. It is vital to build up dialogue between
cultures and Russia is ready to start. m

CHANGING IN FRONT OF YOUR EYES

VISION 2030, THE NATIONAL TRANSFORMATIONAL PROGRAM OF THE KINGDOM OF SAUDI ARABIA
(KSA), HAS BEEN IN THE PROCESS OF IMPLEMENTATION FOR TWO AND A HALF YEARS. MOST
EXPERTS AGREE THAT THIS IS NOT ENOUGH TIME TO EVALUATE THE EFFECTIVENESS OF ONE

OF THE MOST AMBITIOUS REFORM PROJECTS IN THE WORLD. HOWEVER THE PROJECTS WHICH ARE
UNDERWAY IN KSA HAVE ALREADY STARTED IN 2017-2018, AND THE MAIN ONES ARE RELATED NOT
SO MUCH TO THE CONSTRUCTION BUT TO THE BUSINESS ENVIRONMENT. vasivmamsamov

The Vision 2030 program that was pushed forward by HRH
Prince Mohammed bin Salman bin Abdulaziz, the Crown
Prince, Vice President of the Council of Ministers and Minister
of Defense, and approved by the KSA government in April
2016, consists of 12 Vision Realization Programs, from priva-
tisation and tax regime to a new cultural policy.

The World Bank’s Doing Business (DB) ranking, released in
the Autumn 2018, ranked Saudi Arabia 92nd place in the world.
However quite important reforms have been noted. Previously, the
bankruptcy system in KSA was extremely cumbersome and
ranked one of lowest in the world. It was reformed recently and the
new legislation was evaluated by experts as completely transpar-
entand effective. However, it hasn't been taken into account in the
2018 DB ranking yet. In the field of property, its protection and
registration, KSA usually ranks among the top 50 best economies
in the world, and from the point of view of protecting the rights of
shareholders it ranks 7th place. In 2018-2019, reforms will be
carried out in the fields of bank loans regulation and export pro-
cessing. It may take up to three years to improve the situation.
Opening a new business will also be significantly easier from
2019. Allthis will give KSA the potential to improve its DB ranking
amongst the top 50 countries of the World in the coming years.The
discussion of the most prominent topic that previously interested
the investment world in relation to Saudi Arabia, the start of the
privatisation of the world's largest il company and the main busi-
ness asset of Saudi state owned, Saudi Aramco, has slowed down.
Due to the instability in the global financial markets, the Saudi au-
thorities have postponed the IPO of Saudi Aramco. However, they
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have not stopped the privatisation legislation reform, or the prepa-
ration for the privatisation of a number of smaller state assets.

Atthe same time global investors were even surprised by an-
other step made by the Saudi authorities: entering the debt mar-
ket. It was assumed that taking into account the first-class sover-
eign fund, PIF, the Kingdom would not enter sovereign debt mar-
kets. Historically, KSA is a fairly active borrower on the global
market. The Kingdom's borrowing increased to a record high of
103% of GDP in 1999. Then it was reduced significantly to 1.6%
of GDP in 2014, two years before the publication of Vision 2030.
Itincreased again to 17.3% by 2017 and, despite the influx of oil
revenues in 2018, itwill continue to rise. This is a very good sign
for Vision 2030 because in this scenario the financial part of the
program can rely on financing from the public debt, besides, in-
creasing the public debt will potentially increase the depth of the
Kingdom's financial market and will contribute to the develop-
ment of the rather conservative KSA banking system. The in-
crease inthe size of loans in the open market was highly appreci-
ated in Saudi society, as it allowed the KSA government to inte-
grate the public debt system into the state budget process without
spending the reserves of the sovereign fund. The budget of KSA
government since 2017 has been responsible for the supporting
households whose incomes declined due to the increase in en-
ergy costs and value added tax being introduced. In fact, in 2017
Saudi Arabia created a compact and fairly modern welfare state
similar to European systems.

Administrative work on the implementation of Vision 2030
beganayear ago. 12 specific projects (Vision Realization Projects

— VRP) were presented to the Council of Economic and Devel-
opment Affairs (CEDA) in April 2017. These are: Hajj and Umrah
Development, National Transformation Program, Public Infra-
structure Fund Program, Industry Developmentand Logistics Na-
tional Program, Financial Sector Development, Lifestyle Improve-
ment, National Program for Company Promotion, Strategic Part-
nership Program, Housing Construction Program, Privatisation
Program, Budget Deficit Balancing Plan and Saudi National Char-
acter Enrichment Program. The pilot projects received budgets in
2018. At the same time, the KSA government restructuring pro-
gram was implemented and the new entities were formed: the
Delivery unit, the national project management centre (Adaa), the
Communications department, the Ministry of Culture, the Minis-
try of Entrepreneurship, the Strategic Management Council and
the Strategic Management Office (SMO). The best practices of the
Project Management Offices have been used inthe reforms inthe
KSA government. Similar projects have been successfully imple-
mented by the UK. Russia has also been implementing them
since 2016 and in that sense Russian priority national projects
and project office are programs similar to those that are currently
being implemented now in KSA. However, the most discussed
topic related to Vision 2030 is cultural news from Saudi Arabia. It
is not even about opening the cinemas and allowing women to
drive, but about the KSA's proactive participation in various cul-
turalinitiatives. (The opportunities being opened up forwomenin
Saudi Arabia in recent years are much broader than it seems. For
example, Saudi Arabia has significantly reduced obstacles for
women to do business, and in general, it is not perceived as a

revolution within Saudi society, but rather as recognizing the ex-
isting order of things and correcting the legislation in accordance
with it). Abdullah Amer Al-Swaha, the Minister of Communica-
tions and Information Technology, noted at the FIl Forum in Oc-
tober 2018 that the traditional view on Saudi Arabia as a conser-
vative state is out-dated. «I remind you, we are the country where
young people are free and have the same opportunities for self-
realization as all over the world, where the parliament includes
women. The goals of Vision 2030 are the development of the cur-
rent situation, moving forward.» Inthis regard, of greatest interest
is MiSK, the Institute of Art, which was opened in 2017 by the
authorities of Saudi Arabia as a platform for the development of
traditional culture, diplomacy and exchanges. MiSK success-
fully took part in the Venice Biennale in 2018, opened several art
galleries in Saudi Arabia and around the world, participated as an
organiser of the Festival of Arab Culture in New York and started
implementing ambitious educational programs. Even five years
ago it was almost impossible to imagine an institution of such
scale and orientation as MiSK. Just as it is impossible to imagine
the Twitter festival, Tweeps, held by MiSK in 2017 in Riyadh.
These changes are perhaps more important than the innovative
mega cities that Saudi Arabia has been constructing since 2017.
People with a different view of the world will live in these cities.
The factthat KSA is getting ready for these changes, indicates that
Vision 2030 is being implemented seriously, the changes initi-
ated by it can hardly be reversed , and the new Saudi society is
not only ready to join the World as a full-fledged participant, but
is already doing so. m

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Kirill Dmitriev, CEO and Chairman of the Management Board
of the Russian Direct Investment Fund (RDIF), headed the Rus-
sian delegation at the FIl Forum. The delegation also included
Andrei Kostin, head of VTB; Sergey Ivanov, head of Alrosa;
Mikhail Gutseriev, owner of the Safmar Group; Dmitry Konov,
head of Sibur; Grigory Berezkin, owner of the ESN Group; Mark
Garber, Chairman of the Board of Directors of the GHP Group;
Sergey Levin, Deputy Minister of Agriculture; Mikhail Piotro-
vsky, Director of the Hermitage Museum. The day before the FlI
opening, HRH Prince Mohammed bin Salman bin Abdulaziz,
the Crown Prince, Vice President of the Council of Ministers
and Minister of Defense of Saudi Arabia held a meeting with
Russian businesses represented by Kirill Dmitriev; Peter Frad-
kov, the head of Promsvyazbank; Said Gutseriev, a member of
the board of directors of Safmar; Alexei Kozlov, the Managing
Director of Sibur; a well-known businessman David Yakobash-
vili and others. This meeting lasted more than three hours.
The subject of negotiations between companies and invest-
ment funds at the FIl Forum was a number of particular proj-
ects. For example, RDIF expects Saudi Aramco to finalize in-
vestments in Russian oilfield service companies in the near
future. Russian Railways prepared its proposals for the project
of railway infrastructure construction in Saudi Arabia. Russia
has very good experience in implementing such projects pri-
marily in India, and Russian Railways’ application for the Sau-

di project can be successful. The Russian Ministry of Agricul-
ture plans to be a primary supplier of grain to the Kingdom.
VTB is negotiating cooperation with the sovereign fund of Sau-
di Arabia (Public Investment Fund, PIF) and, together with the
RDIF, offers projects in Russia.

His Majesty King Salman bin Adbulaziz of Saudi Arabia
visited Russia last Autumn and Russian President Viadimir
Putin is expected in Riyadh in the near future and it will be a
perfect moment to finalize the agreements reached at the Fll
Forum by signing new ambitious contracts.

The outcome of the negotiations at Fll for Russian business
is extremely significant — in fact, Russian companies were
invited to participate in the implementation of Vision 2030, the
national transformation program, designed to transform the
Saudi economy (see page 11). The projects discussed in Ri-
yadh may become components for implementation of Vision
2030. For example, Russian Railways can join the Transport
and Logistics Program. SIBUR's large petrochemical projects
in Saudi Arabia will support the industrial part of the Vision
2030 program, the ESN — its energy component. Finally, the
appearance of Mikhail Piotrovsky in Riyadh suggests the sig-
nificant participation of the Russian cultural projects in the
KSA program for the development of culture. Two or three
years ago, it was impossible to imagine anything like this. In
this sense, the FIl Forum in Riyadh was an extremely effective
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demonstration of the extent to which the development pro-
grams of the two countries can be integrated.

During the FII PIF announced that it would invest $ 500 mil-
lion in the Russian-Chinese Investment Fund (RCIF), founded
by the RDIF and the China Investment Corporation. This will
increase the capital of RCIF to $ 2.5 billion (the contribution
made by the RDIF and China Investment Corporationis $ 1 bil-
lion each). As a result of the PIF investment, a trilateral Rus-
sian-Chinese-Saudi investment fund will be created. «The
three leading sovereign funds combine their efforts to jointly
implement investment projects. Such a scheme will not only
unify the expertise of investors in Europe, Asia and the Middle
East, but also allow the fund's portfolio companies to receive
support in several key markets at once», said Kirill Dmitriev.

The significance of the proposed scheme should not be un-
derestimated. On the one hand, both Saudi Arabia as a state,
and the PIF as a sovereign fund, have quite extensive experi-
ence in joint projects with sovereign funds of the Gulf countries.
Still, all projects of this kind involve regional cooperation and
are aconsequence of the common history of the Arab world. On
the other hand, sovereign funds almost always operate for
purely sovereign interests, and even bilateral cooperation be-
tween them is a very infrequent phenomenon. Aimost from its
inception, RDIF has been building its model on multilateral co-
operation of sovereign funds. However, the trilateral Russian-

Chinese-Saudi investment fund is, in essence, a unique proj-
ect. From a geopolitical point of view, the set of participants is
very important. Interms of investment opportunities, this is an
unusually diversified model that very well complements the
capabilities of all parties. The possible success of the trilateral
sovereign fund of Saudi Arabia, China and Russia could be a
real revolution in this sector of the market, which is likely to be
replicated around the World. Leadership in this process can be
very important. Politically supported sovereign funds compete
with international development institutions, which in recent
years have been going through a transformation.

Multilateral projects of sovereign funds based on market
principles may also increase the importance of the funds for na-
tional economies. In this regard, Russia, Saudi Arabia and China
are clearly the right partners to work together in the framework of
the trilateral fund. RDIF is awell-integrated development institute
included in most Russian priority national projects. The Chinese
economy is in the process of changing the concept of develop-
ment and reorientation from the export model to the domestic
market. For Saudi Arabia, Vision 2030 is a long-term program for
the economic transformation of one of the richest countries inthe
world. The tangible benefit of this trilateral cooperation may be
much more significant than it seems at first. Those benefits may
appear as early as 2019-2020, and these are results of collabo-
ration that will be followed by many worldwide. m
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
