FROM THE FIRST PERSON

“OUR TASK IS TO PROVIDE ADEQUATE
ASSISTANGE TO BUSINESS”

THIS SUMMER THE SAMARA REGION BECAME ONE OF THE THREE LEADING REGIONS IN TERMS OF IN-
VESTMENT ATTRACTIVENESS GROWTH. THE CORRESPONDING NATIONAL RATING OF THE INVESTMENT
CLIMATE IN THE RF CONSTITUENT ENTITIES WAS COMPILED BY THE AGENCY FOR STRATEGIC INITIA-
TIVES. HOW DID THE REGION MANAGE TO IMPROVE PERFORMANCE, WHY TERRITORIES OF ADVANCING
DEVELOPMENT (TAD) AND SPECIAL ECONOMIC ZONES (SEZ) ARE IMPORTANT FOR BUSINESS,

AND WHAT THE AUTHORITIES DO TO ATTRACT INVESTORS? MINISTER OF ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
AND INVESTMENTS OF THE SAMARA REGION DMITRY BOGDANOV ANSWERED THESE QUESTIONS.

DMITRY BOGDANOV: Over the past few years we have seen
a drop in indicators of economy and industry. But now the
economy of the country and of the Samara region in particular
is undergoing renovation. New industries, related to import
substitution, export, and sale are developing in these areas.
The complex of measures associated with this is fully envis-
aged by the national projects “International cooperation and
export” and “Small and medium-sized enterprises and support
of individual entrepreneurship initiatives”. Implementation of
these projects is actively carried out in the Samara Region.
Over the past two years we have achieved good results in a
number of areas. The index of industrial production in the re-
gion began to grow. If last year its increase amounted to 2.7%,
then over seven months of this year it grew by another 2.6%.
Over the past few years we have seen successes in certain ar-
eas of production. For example, automotive industry demon-
strates good dynamics: an increase in product shipment this
year amounted to about 3%.

The production of building materials is also growing. This
indicator shows an increase in the pace of construction of real
estate, and in future we forecast stable positive dynamics.

This year awhole series of significant international events
took place: the annual investment forum in St. Petersburg, the
Russian investment forum in Sochi, the international aviation
and space salon (IASS) and the eastern economic forum (EEF).
At the site of each of them there were stands with information
about the enterprises operating in our region and their prod-
ucts. At these events we conducted sessions and organized
meetings with both new and already operating enterprises from
the Samararegion, and promoted our products. Governor Dmi-
try Azarov personally talked about the opportunities and
achievements of enterprises.

Undoubtedly, high indicators are the result of diligent work

ofthe Samara region government in the field of regulation, cre-
ation of infrastructure conditions, support and promotion of
projects. Close interaction of different departments creates
conditions for formation of new industries, for development of
innovations, formation of new approaches, increasing the ef-
ficiency of existing industries and comfortable development of
investors at new sites and territories with special conditions.
G: What investment projects do you consider the most suc-
cessful for the region?
D. B.: Each project is very important for us. | would single out
several projects that we have been actively working on in the
past and continue to work this year. For example, the project
for construction of a plant for production of building materials
in Togliatti SEZ. Currently negotiations have been held with the
investor, the object is being designed. We expect the construc-
tion of the plant to start early next year. Now we are negotiating
the construction of a railway in SEZ in connection with imple-
mentation of this project and the project of a logistics center
forrolled metal products for Magnitogorsk metallurgical plant.
Currently a proposal for concluding concession agreements
for this project is available on the public procurement website.
In a few days the call for applications will be completed, and
we will determine the investor. According to the terms of the
contract, the investor will invest his money, build a railway,
and then during the payback period he will be able to return the
invested money in parts. As a result, the Togliatti special eco-
nomic zone will receive arailway line at no cost for the budget
of the Samara Region.

The project of a plant for production of building materials in
the Togliatti SEZ has agreat future. Thanks to it in future the com-
pany will receive high-quality materials at an affordable price,
with agood prospect of sales. Perhaps lately these products will
be exported to at least neighboring regions. The project of a lo-
gistics center for metal rolling for the Magnitogorsk metallurgical
plantis no less interesting. There is no secret that metal plays a
huge role in all sectors of the economy: engineering, construc-
tion, business, and production of general-purpose goods of the
widest range. Such an object, assuming a wide range of prod-
ucts, the possibility of quick procurement and organization of
standard deliveries, is important for AvtoVAZ and suppliers of
automotive components, and for the region economy as awhole.
We hope that this project will become a catalyst for attracting a
large number of companies to the Samara region.

G: What are the prospects for a renewable energy development
project in the Samara region?

D.B.: The trend of developing renewable energy in the Samara
region gets special attention. You know that in May of this year
the launch of an industrial solar power plant in Novokuyby-
shevsk took place. Its capacity is 75 MW. The solar power sta-
tion in Novokuybyshevsk is one of the largest in Russia.

As you know, another global trend today is wind power,
which implies generation of electricity with minimal impact on
the environment. Therefore, we are currently actively working on
preparation of sites for wind farms in the Samararegion. Togeth-
er with investor partners we produce wind surveys and invite all
interested investors to participate in the project. Earlier the gov-
ernment team of the Samara region worked at the Eastern eco-
nomic forumand met with a number of Japanese companies that
have experience in building wind farms.

G: In recent years Togliatti territory of advancing social and
economic development (TASED) and Togliatti special econom-
ic zone (SEZ) have become points of economic development

of the Samara region. This year the Chapaevsk TASED was
created. What are the forecasts for the development prospects
of these sites?

D.B.: Togliatti TASED and Togliatti SEZ show the best results
in the country in attracting investors. Agreements for imple-
mentation of activities within the framework of Togliatti TASED
were signed with 76 companies, with investments totaling al-
most41 billion rubles and the declared volume of 8.5 thousand
jobs. In September the commission on consideration of appli-
cations approved 13 companies at a time, agreements were
signed with most of them. About ten more projects are current-
ly in operation.

Togliatti SEZ is also in great demand among investors. This
is not surprising for a city with a population of 700 thousand peo-
ple and long - standing engineering and industrial traditions,
with a good road network and a decent educational base. Now
we are working to include the special economic zone in the bor-
ders of Tolyatti and to take advantage of unique support tools of
Monotown development fund. For instance, investors can ben-
efit from unique conditions, can borrow funds in the amount of
up to 250 min rubles for up to 15 years at the cost of 0%. In ad-
dition, they have the opportunity to develop engineering infra-
structure and subsidize it for new projects. This will be a serious
reserve for further development of the economy.

As for Chapaevsk, this year we received the status of a ter-
ritory of advancing development(TAD) for it. For ten years in-
vestors will be provided with unique tax conditions for develop-
ment on its site. An industrial park has already been built and
commissioned inits area. On the territory of the Chapagvsk TAD
the German company Knauf has already launched its produc-
tion. The projects of Smarts company and the logistics center
for electrical products for ATM company are being implement-
ed, thisis the largest facility that will operate for several regions.
The volume of investments in it is more than 1.5 billion rubles.

Among other things, the object of special attention, including
fromthe federal center, is the project for construction of a bridge
inthe area of Klimovka village with a bypass road around Togli-
atti. The road will pass in the immediate vicinity of SEZ and will
provide a unique logistics opportunity to quickly deliver goods
to the east and west of the country. The implementation of this
large-scale project will begin this year already.

G: In August the Samara Region signed a cooperation agree-
ment with the EkoNiva - APK Holding general director Stefan
Duerr. The company will invest about 12 billion rubles in con-
struction of livestock farms in the Samara region. How inter-
esting is the agricultural sector for investors today? What work
is being done in this direction?

D.B.: We are negotiating with a number of investors in the field
of livestock, including dairy farming. This year, after negotia-
tions with Stefan Duerr, we selected sites for three dairy farms
and signed an agreement to begin work in this direction.

l'also remind you that Danone company is implementing a
project to reorganize production of dairy products inthe Sama-
ra Region, as a result of which the volume of milk purchases
at the enterprise will increase from 200 to 400 tons per day.
And one of the residents of the Togliatti TAD, the Karat compa-
ny, is building a deep processing milk plant.

Atthe same time we are also interested in the development
of poultry farming. It so happened historically that the region
has insufficient volumes of its own poultry production. In this
regard we are negotiating with a number of investors to create
appropriate capacities in the region. We have agreements on
implementation of the project of the Sergievskaya poultry fac-
tory, achieved with participation of the Samara region devel-
opment corporation. We discuss a project of seed production
development using new cultivation techniques with one of the
investors from our region.

G: This summer the Samara region has risen in the ranking of
investment attractiveness of the regions. How was it possible
to achieve such indicators?

D.B.: Improving the investment attractiveness of the region is
a priority for us. In the annual ranking of the Agency for stra-
tegic initiatives we rose to 24th position this year, and for the
firsttime entered the top 30 leading regions interms of invest-
ment attractiveness. In the ranking of innovative regions we
are also in the top ten. In the ranking of public - private part-
nerships we are among the top six leading regions for the de-
velopment of PPPs.

For several years inarow we have beenrising in the ratings
of SNP, Moody’s and ACRA for the regional credit stability.
This suggests that in the Samararegion over the past two years
serious work has been done in economy and industry.

Summing up, I'l say that the whole set of measures under-
taken by the government of the Samara Region not only al-
lowed to stop the negative trends in the region’s economy of
the past few years, but also reached a new level. Investors are
positive towards the Samararegion. Of course, certain difficul-
ties and unresolved issues remain. We have no illusions that
everything that is needed has already been done. There is a lot
of work ahead of us. We will continue to work with investors
and entrepreneurs in order to identify difficult moments and to
help colleagues to realize their ambitions and plans in the re-
gion. Our task is to help competently, but also not to interfere
with business.

INVESTORS GET PARTIGULAR ATTENTION

ONE OF THE LARGEST INVESTMENT PROJECTS IMPLEMENTED IN THE SAMARA REGION IS CONSTRUCTION OF A SOLAR POWER STATION WORTH 9.4 BILLION RUBLES

According to the Ministry
of economic development and investments of the Samara Re-
gion, last year investments infixed assets in the region amount-
ed to 259.2 billion rubles, which is 97.1% of the level of Janu-
ary-December, 2017, in comparable prices. According to the
results of 2018, the volume of extra-budgetary investments in
the economy of the Samara Region increased by 9.3% com-
pared to the previous year. 13 new industrial enterprises were
opened, 12 thousand jobs were created in 2018 in the region.

“Such high dynamics was achieved for the first time in the
last five years. This suggests that investors see quite a com-
fortable climate in our region, that their investments have pros-
pects. They see that the region is prepared not only to assist in
implementation of investment plans and to provide state sup-
port, but also to protect the investment, making them safer for
investors”, said the first vice-governor, chairman of Samara
region government Viktor Kudryashov.

Today the investment portfolio of
the Samararegion includes more than 180 projects with a total
value of about 1.2 trillion rubles. Investors have recently im-
plemeted several large projects in the region. So, last autumn
a large agro - logistics complex was opened in Samara. It is
equipped with trading places, storage, pre-sale preparation,
and packaging areas, which allow even small batches of farm
products to fit the requirements of large retail chains. The agro
- park will be able to provide up to 12 thousand tons of simul-
taneous storage, the expected turnover is more than 300 thou-
sand tons of products per year. It is planned that until 2030
revenues to the consolidated budget of the Samara region from
the managing company of the agricultural park will amount to
500 million rubles, and the expected income from residents
will be about 5 billion rubles. The agro-park management com-

pany has created 49 jobs, and about 1 thousand more places
will be provided by residents when the facility reaches its de-
sign capacity. Today there are about 200 residents of the agri-
cultural complex.

One of the largest investment projects implemented in the
Samara region is construction of a 75 MW solar power plant.
Itwas opened in May of this year and became the largest in the
Volga Federal District and one of the two largest solar power
plants in Russia. The Solar Systems company invested 9.4
billion rubles in implementation of this project, the investor
also attracted financing of Sberbank in the amount of 7.4 bil-
lion rubles for its construction.

According to the Solar Systems board of directors chair-
man Mikhail Lisyansky, the Samara region was chosen not by
chance to implement the project. “A special investment cli-
mate has been created in the region. In order to begin con-
struction you need support of the authorities, of network com-
panies, land, highly professional workers”, Mikhail Lisyansky
explained at the station opening.

The estimated payback period of the project is 10-15
years. The peculiarity of the solar power plant is a large total
area of 220 hectares and an extended perimeter of 8.7 km. At
the same time, only 16 employees work at the station, 12 of
them are operational personnel. Moreover, 400 jobs were cre-
ated during construction of the facility. In addition, the ap-
pearance of a solar power station in the immediate vicinity of
Novokuybyshevsk and Chapaevsk, cities of the Samara re-
gion, will allow lesser loading of existing thermal power
plants and will positively affect the environmental situation.
According to the investor, the work of the three releases of the
station will reduce emissions of harmful substances by 1.4
thousand tons per year, and of greenhouse gases - by 45
thousand tons per year.

Another successful example of cooperation between gov-
ernment and business, implemented in the Samara region, is
creation of Sberbank corporate solutions center in Togliatti, the
second phase of which was opened in August this year. In total,
the center has provided 1.3 thousand jobs in Togliatti, invest-
mentin the project amounted to almost 600 million rubles. The
center is located in the former premises of Russia's largest
automaker AvtoVAZ, and Sberbank has made a commitmentto
recruitredundant employees of the auto giant in the first place.

Investors working in the field of agriculture also began to
come to the Samara region. So, in August this year the region
authorities and the Russian largest agricultural holding com-
pany EkoNiva agreed on construction of livestock farms in the
Samara region. The investor plans to spend about 12 billion
rubles on the project. All in all the company intends to build at
least 3 large livestock complexes in the region with a total
number of at least 10 thousand animals. Klyavlinsky district of
the Samararegion is being considered among the priority sites
for implementation of the project, here the investor plans to
begin construction already next spring.

Until the end of 2020 an investment project with a total in-
vestment of more than 4 billion rubles will be implemented on
the Samara site of Danon Russia company, the Samaralakto
dairy plant. Modernization of the Samara plant, which began
six years ago, will be the largest investment program of Da-
none in Russia. According to Danone Russia general director
Charlie Kapetti, at the end of the project implementation the
number of produced types of products will increase almost
twice, up to 110 items, milk purchases will rise by half, 36
high-tech jobs will be created. As Mr. Capetti explained, the
decisive arguments in favor of investments in Samara produc-
tion were the successful geographical location of the region
and high qualification of the staff.

Experts recognize
that the region authorities have come a long way in order to
create comfortable conditions for private investors in the
Samara region. “The achievements of the region in the na-
tional rating of investment climate in the RF constituent en-
tities, which is carried out (by the Agency for strategic ini-
tiatives, ASI) since 2014, is significant. According to the
results of 2019, the region position rose by 24 steps and
entered the top ten of regions with the best dynamics. The
mostimportant results were achieved in the “Institutions for
Business” category. In particular, they began to pay more
attention to business protection measures, as well as to or-
ganization of entrepreneurship support mechanisms”, said
Anna Shlapakova, Director of the evaluation department of
Euroexpert Company.

Two years ago the Samara region occupied only the 65 line
of the national rating. The head of the region, Dmitry Azarov,
has repeatedly noted that such a position did not suit the Sa-
mararegion. According to him, emphasis was placed on build-
ing a direct dialogue with business to rectify the situation.
“Each meeting with business ends with execution of protocol
orders, which are then firmly controlled”, Dmitry Azarov has
repeatedly stated.

The Samara region Council on improving the investment
climate was renewed with representatives of entrepreneurs by
more than 60% . In addition, this spring the powers and the
range of tasks of council members were extended. In particu-
lar, they now participate in elaboration and implementation of
state policy in the field of development and support of small
and medium enterprises (SMEs), and also assist in improving
the legal framework on SMEs, including in the field of finances
and credit, tax and property policies, control and licensing
practice. Another new mandate for board members is to assist
in elimination of barriers for new small and medium-sized en-
terprises to enter the market.

The authorities of the region note that in order to make the
Samara region more attractive for business they also had to
restart the work of Agency for attracting investments. “It is
important to note that in order to make businesses feel more
comfortable in the region, a “ single window "has been cre-
ated here to address the largest number of issues that busi-
nesses may have. We are talking about the non-profit orga-
nization, the Samara region Agency for attracting invest-
ments (AAI). “With the help of this structure 41 projects with
atotal investment of 171 billion rubles are being implement-
ed in the region”, says Anna Shlapakova. AAl work enables
to implement the national project “Small and medium enter-

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prises and individual business supportinitiative” and “Inter-
national cooperation and export”. In fact, due to the “single
window” the business is able to get comprehensive support
and assistance at all stages of work in the region”.

DEVELOPING INFRASTRUGTURE In addition
to the work on removal of administrative barriers, activities
to develop investment infrastructure are underway in the Sa-
mara region. Two territories of priority social and economic
development work in the region: Togliatti and Chapaevsk, a
special economic zone (SEZ) Togliatti, industrial parks have
been created and continue to be created, including in the ter-
ritory of the SEZ.

For example, in the territory of the Preobrazhenka indus-
trial park there are 12 residents who have already invested
more than 5.2 billion rubles in the site, and more than 3.5
thousand jobs have been created in the factories they have
opened. Since October last year, a plant for production of dry
gypsum based building mixes from the international Knauf
group of companies is operating in the territory of the Cha-
paevsk industrial park. The production of the anchor resident
created 34 high-tech jobs, the amount of private investment
exceeds 1.8 billion rubles.

According to Knauf managing partner Manfred Grundke,
their group of companies did not have its own production in the
Vlolga region before opening of the plant in the Samara Region.
“For us this project has become a successful example of im-
plementation of import substitution and localization of produc-
tion. The regional authorities provided us with effective assis-
tance in its implementation, thanks to which all emerging is-
sues were resolved along a non-bureaucratic path. Effective
mechanisms have been created in the Samara region that con-
tribute to improving the investment climate in the country”, Mr
Grundke said at the commencement of a new production.

As Minister of economic development and investment of
the Samara Region Dmitry Bogdanov said, the industrial
parks operating in the region are in high demand among in-
vestors, therefore the regional government and the Ministry
of economic development are preparing additional territories
in advance to accommodate new residents. One of these ter-
ritories is organized in the vicinity of the village of Novose-
meykino. The site is designed as an industrial park. “We have
already submitted relevant applications within the framework
of the national project on small and medium-sized enterpris-
es and support of individual entrepreneurship initiatives. In
the coming year we expect to carry out all the necessary work

to prepare in advance for investment demand in our region
that is increasing every day”, added Bogdanov.

TO BECOME A LEADER According to experts, the
Samara region still has work to do in terms of improving the
investment climate. So, according to Anna Shlapakova, entre-
preneurs note that the most difficult thing in a dialogue with the
authorities of the Samara region is paperwork for obtaining
building permits. “There is still a lot of bureaucracy, which hin-
ders the attraction of investments in the region. In general, the
dynamics is positive and, most importantly, the authorities
notice feedback and are ready to work on eliminating the caus-
es of the negative”, the expert said.

Indeed, according to the Samara region government data,
the region experienced a decline of 10 indicators in that very
national ranking. Moreover, the largest was in terms of effec-
tiveness of procedures for issuing construction permits. “We
have not reached the ideal here. Entrepreneurs should feel the
changes, that it has become easier to obtain a building permit,
it has become simpler to connect to utility networks. This is
what we must provide”, said Viktor Kudryashov.

According to him, the positions that the Samara region
holds today in the national ranking, despite the fact that the

region showed one of the highest dynamics in the country,
do not satisfy the authorities. “We should be in the top ten,
and even better, in the top three regions of the country.
Therefore, together with public organizations that represent
the interests of entrepreneurs, with investors who have al-
ready gone a certain way to obtain building permits, we iden-
tify factors that still hinder the increase in investment activ-
ity, that hamper decision - making on investing in the re-
gion's economy, and we are planning measures to eliminate
these factors”, said the first vice governor.

Anna Shlapakova reminds that, according to the results
of the last year, a total of 175 investment projects were in-
cluded in the investment portfolio of the Samara Region, 31
of them were included in the list of strategic ones. “In order
to become one of the three leaders in the national rating of
investment attractiveness this is not enough, of course, and
the region needs to focus more on further work with small
and medium enterprises, as well as to continue to develop
attracting investors in the territory of advanced social and
economic development and in special economic zone”, said
Ms. Shlapakova. In general, according to experts, in future
the Samara region should be among the five best regions in
terms of investment attractiveness.

SPECIAL ZONE According to the results of 2018,
Togliatti, the second largest city in the Samara region, ex-
perienced an increase of industrial production by 7.1%, of
investments — by 13.5%. Such indicators were achieved,
among other things, due to active development of TASED
and SEZ inthe city. According to federal authorities, Togli-
atti SEZ is one of the three most efficient in Russia, and
Togliatti TASED is confidently holding the lead by the num-
ber of residents.

The first production in Togliatti SEZ was launched in
2014, now 22 companies are residents of the site, and the
volume of announced investments exceeds 23 billion ru-
bles. To date, ten plants are already manufacturing prod-
ucts inthe SEZ territory, other projects are underway.

For residents of Togliatti SEZ there are significant ben-
efits. In particular, investors are exempted from transport
tax and property tax for 10 years and from land tax for 5
years. For SEZ residents the size of income tax to the fed-
eral budgetis setat 2%, itis not paid to the regional budget
for the first five years, and after that it is from 5 to 13.5%.

“All the necessary infrastructure has been created
here: preferential connection to utilities, maintenance of
the territory, which is carried out by the management com-
pany, here is the most friendly attitude towards investors
in terms of solving any current problems. And, finally, a
free customs zone, that is, the ability to transport compo-
nents and equipment from abroad, to send their products
outside the Customs Union without paying customs du-
ties”, that is how the first vice governor, chairman of the
Samara region government Victor Kudryashov, explains
the advantages of Togliatti special economic zone.

In addition, according to regional authorities, in the
coming years the development of Togliatti SEZ will be con-
nected with improvement of transport and logistics infra-
structure. So, next year creation of a customs infrastruc-
ture at an area of 10 hectares will be completed, and con-
struction of arailway line will begin. Also, according to the
regional government, in the immediate vicinity of SEZ
there will be a new emerging traffic flow from Europe to
Western China, which will include a bridge across Volga
near the village of Klimovka. Among other things, on the
site of Tolyatti SEZ it is planned to create ready-made sites
forequipment location and realization of projects for those
investors who are not ready to build housing on their own.

The conditions created in Tolyatti SEZ help to con-
stantly attract new large investors to the Samara region.
So, in June, at St. Petersburg international economic fo-
rum, the region’s authorities and the Magnitogorsk met-
allurgical plant (MMP) agreed on construction of a pro-
duction and logistics center on the SEZ territory. It is
planned to start construction at the end of this year and
to complete it in the first quarter of 2021. MMP’s invest-
ment in the project, according to company estimates, will
amountto about 1.2 billion rubles. The center will be able
to accommodate up to 150 thousand tons of metal prod-

ucts simultaneously. Its opening, according to MMP, will
fully satisfy the automotive industry needs in supply of
high-quality rolled steel products.

FOREIGN INTEREST In September, 2016 Togli-
atti got the status of a territory of advancing social and
economic development (TASED). According to the fore-
casts of regional authorities, the total number of new jobs
in Togliatti due to TASED work will exceed 44 thousand
by 2025, and the volume of total investment in creation
of new industries can reach 151.5 billion rubles. To date,
the number of Togliatti TASED residents exceeds 60, the
total amount of declared investments is almost 41 billion
rubles, and there are more than 8.5 thousand new jobs.
Today, according to the regional government, all TASED
residents are in the active phase of work, some compa-
nies are preparing to launch production, others are al-
ready operating.

Along with the number of TASED residents, interest to
Togliatti from companies with foreign capital is growing.
Funds of organizations with participation of German,
French, and Italian businesses have already been invest-
ed in the city and region economy. For example, this
summer VolgaFert company (a joint venture of Kuyby-
shevAzot and Italian company Maire Necnimont) re-
ceived the status of a Togliatti resident. The organization
proposed to produce 1.5 thousand tons of granulated car-
bamide daily on the site of TASED. The company plans to
invest 19.5 billion rubles in the project; it is planned to
create about 60 new high-tech jobs.

COMFORTABLE CONDITIONS The region
authorities explain the interest of investors for the Sama-
raregion and Togliatti in particular by availability of com-
fortable conditions for business. The work of city and re-
gional authorities with potential residents is carried out
ina “single window” mode: a personal manager is pro-
vided for each investment project. “Today we feel free to
say that the Togliatti territory of advancing social and eco-
nomic development is comfortable for investors. The re-
gion and the city of Togliatti create some of the best con-
ditions for doing business in the country, and investors
are responding to this and are becoming bolder in com-
ing to us to obtain this status”, said Dmitry Bogdanov,
Minister of economic development and investment of the
Samara Region.

Experts note the high efficiency of both SEZ and
TASED. “For the SEZ with its 22 residents, this is an eq-
uitable record. Recall that the regional budget receives
from this site up to 1.3 billion rubles in taxes. Tolyatti
TASED also has ascending indicators, investments will
give even greater revenues to the budget, and with prop-
er work to attract investors these figures will only in-
crease in the future”, said Anna Shlapakova, director of
the evaluation department of Euroexpert.

“THE REGION MUST BECOME ONE OF THE LEADERS”

advantages for business in the region, the work with investors and the projects of international companies
that have already been successfully implemented in the region.

— Inthe Samararegion everything is done so that investors could have the opportuni-
ty to build their business quickly, comfortably, and successfully. Togliatti territory of
advancing social and economic development (TASED), Chapaevsk TASED and Togliat-
ti special economic zone (SEZ), Zhigulevskaya Dolina high-tech industrial park, state
and private industrial parks, such as Preobrazhenka, Chapaevsk, Togliattisintez,
- AvtoVAZ, Stavropolsky, Novosmeykino actively develop, complement each other, and
provide investors with all the necessary line of support, preferences and benefits, and
- the necessary infrastructure.

We have great hopes for development of Chapayevsk TASED. The corresponding status
] was assigned to the city in 2019. An investor who comes here to work will receive a number
i & of advantages, including privileged regime and the ability to quickly launch a low-cost proj-
ect. Companies that would like to develop on this site will have a chance to attract preferential financing from the Monotown
development fund at a rate of 0%. Resident companies will also be provided with ready-made engineering and transport
infrastructure of the state industrial park adjacent to Chapayevsk. We are sure that Chapayevsk TASED has great potential.

I note that according to the results of the National investment climate rating of 2019 the Samara Region rose by 24 po-
sitions and entered the group of regions with the best dynamics. In addition, this year the region took one of the leading
positions in Moody's credit rating, conceding only to Moscow, St. Petersburg, the Moscow Region, the Khanty-Mansi Au-
tonomous Okrug and the republics of Tatarstan and Bashkortostan. The forecast for the Samara region was also improved
from “stable” to “positive”. The region also rose to a higher position according to one of the leading international rating
agencies Standard & Poor’s Global Ratings. In its creditability rating the Samara region stepped from BB to BB + level and
received a “stable” forecast.

For many business representatives, especially for foreign companies, these data are an indicator of the investment
attractiveness of the region. An advantage for investors is the special territorial location of the Samara region. The federal
highway M-5 «Ural» passes through the region, as well as the direct Samara-Kazakhstan highway. Kurumoch internation-
al airport, located in the Samara region, is in the TOP-12 of the largest airports in Russia, and Samara railway station is
one of the largest in Europe. The region also has three river ports with access to five seas: the Caspian, Baltic, White, Black,
and Azov. As a result, the Samara region is of interest to investors in terms of locating logistics and distribution centers
here. For example, with the support of the Investment promotion agency, Mail of Russia plans to build a logistics center
on the territory of Preobrazhenka industrial park.

Itis planned that investment in this project will exceed 1.3 billion rubles, and more than 1 thousand jobs will be creat-
ed. Also, anumber of negotiations are underway with large international and Russian companies on construction of logis-
tics and distribution centers in the Samara region.

The region should become one of the leaders in the field of investment attractiveness: such a goal is set by the gover-
nor Dmitry Azarov. According to the decree of the government of the Samara region, the Investment promotion agency is
assigned the status of a specialized organization for working with investors in the “single window” mode. Now we, togeth-
erwith ministries, development institutions, investment sites, as well as investors, identify factors that prevent the increase
in investment activity, and take measures to eliminate them. We also research investment niches in the region, look for
opportunities to integrate into cooperation chains of enterprises, study the resources of the local sales market and on this
basis form proposals for investors.

In addition, we find specialized investors, select partners and sites for them to be located in the region, select a set of
preferences and tax benefits for them to work successfully and safely in the region. If our proposal is of interest for an in-
vestor, we are engaged in supporting his project at all stages, starting from structuring and ending with launching the plant.
When an investor needs to expand production or find a supplier in the region, our cooperation with him continues also
after implementation of the main project.

Taking into account, among other things, the intensive promotion of our region at investment forums and other spe-
cialized sites, we are doing everything possible to make as many people as possible be aware of the Samara Region.

Business development in the region, in turn, contributes to implementation of national projects “Small and me-
dium-sized enterprises and support for entrepreneurial initiatives” and “International cooperation and export” in
our territory.

Currently the Investment promotion agency of the Samara region is assisting in implementation of 41 projects in
the amount of about 171 billion rubles. Companies that already operate in the Samara region, such as Renault-Nis-
san-Mitsubishi, BOSCH, DANONE, Shneider Electric, Knauf, LINDE GROUP, Valeo alliance, are confirmation of suc-
cessful business in the Samara region for new investors.

CHAMPION RESULT According to the Ministry of
culture of the region, 1.2 million tourists visited the Samara
regionin2018, whichis 13.4% more than in 2017. The agency
states that the volume of tourism services in the region grew
by 16%, of hotel services and specialized accommodation
facilities - by more than 100%.

Experts attribute the increase in tourist flow to the holding
ofthe World football Cup in Samara, but note that such interest
tothe region would not have been possible without creating the
necessary infrastructure. “Football is an informational
occasion to visit the city. But tourists would not have appeared
if the city and the region had not prepared the appropriate
infrastructure: airport, hotels, embankment, facades, fan zone
and the pedestrian zone on Kuibyshev street. The list is not
very long, but decent enough compared to what has been done
over the past 30-40years”, explains Mikhail Segal, commercial
director of Samaraintur. Managing partner of the Veta expert
group llya Zharsky highly appreciates tourism potential of the
Samara region: “The presence of natural, historical, and
cultural attractions, coupled with the fairly modern transport
infrastructure created in preparation for the 2018 World Cup
games, create the prerequisites for further growth in tourist
flow, both at the expense of the Russians and at the expense
of foreign citizens”.

BET ON BUSINESS wiknail Segal believes that
Samara needs to pay attention to the development of business
tourism: “We need to develop business and business tourism.

Ifwe compare our city with Kazan, then Samara is in the most
advantageous position for transport logistics. We have both a
river and a railway. We live in the center part of Volga, 22
million people live around us”. The expert recalls that the
government of the Samara region has already concluded an
agreement with the National congress bureau on cooperation
in promotion of the event potential of the region at the
international level and integration of the region into the global
meeting industry. “Now they mainly go to Sochi, to Kazan.
Because there are places where they can go, sleep, eat, walk,
organize a cultural program. This is what we should strive for”,
says Mr. Segal.

President of the hotel and tourism Association Irina Fan-
Young agrees with him. “We need comprehensive measures
to attract international events to the region like it is in Kazan,
we must work to promote the region’s tourism resources,
formulate proposals for individual tourists who can
hypothetically come from neighboring regions and spend at
least a weekend. The medical potential is also good”, says
Irina Fan-Jung, adding that now the Samara region, in the first
place, needs competent systematic promotion.

According to llya Zharsky, the Samara region can become an
attractive place for guests in the field of ecotourism. “Among the
natural attractions of the region, it is important to note primarily
the Samarskaya Luka national park, the Buzuluksky Bor national
park, and the Zhigulevsky nature reserve named after Sprygin.
As well as landscape reserves: Vasiligvsky Islands and
Sergievsky mineral waters”, Mr. Zharsky lists.

However, here, according to the expert, a competent
information campaign is also needed. “In fact, the only thing
that is necessary for development of ecotourism in the region
is minimal investment in promotion, that is, an advertising
campaign that will let the Russians know that there are such
recreational areas inthe region and that it's easy to get to them,
since the region already has a modern airport, high-quality
roads, a hotel fund, and so on. Unfortunately, not so much is
being done in this direction, which, in my opinion, hinders
formation of the image of the Samara region as a tourist
Mecca”, llya Zharsky believes.

LOCAL BRANDS According to the Ministry of culture,
projects that have already become a brand for the region and
new ones contribute to an increase in the tourist flow to the
Samara region. This is the Grushinsky festival, as well as the
VolgaFest festival, Syzran tomato and Silver pipes of the Volga
region. Within the framework of the new project “Cultural Heart
of Russia”, which will be organized this year on behalf of
governor Dmitry Azarov, many events are held in the region in
open areas: concerts, festivals, processions, carnivals,
exhibitions. Another event that can attract tourists to the region
is holding of a beer festival in Samara, the idea of which was
born in May at a retreat on the development of a tourist and
recreational cluster in the Samara region. In addition, the
region plans to revive the festival “Rock above Volga”.

Irina Fan-Jung notes that such large - scale events are
beneficial for the region. However, according to her, city hotels

to a lesser extent experienced an increase of visitors during
Rock over the Volga: “Because people were not accommodated
in city hotels. Maybe some other segment will be attracted
now, and perhaps the hotels will be loaded”. The expert
emphasizes that in order to increase interest in the region it is
advisable to conduct international events that should be held
systematically, at least once every three months.

According to Mikhail Segal, any event increases interest in
the region: “Samara was the capital of event tourism in the
Soviet Union. The Grushinsky festival brought together 100
thousand people, which was a unigue phenomenon for the
Soviet Union. We need to brand some of our potentials and

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promote them with budget money. And it will return to us a
hundredfold. Each invested ruble in tourism will return 10
rubles, and for each invested ruble there will be 15 jobs”.

ZHIGULI WEEKEND According to director of Tourist
information center of the Samara Region (TIC) Ksenia
Zvonkovskaya, in order to remain attractive to tourists it is
necessary to develop constantly, offering a first-class tourist
experience and a unique trip experience. “In recent years
consumption model has changed in the direction of choosing
trips of the city-break format (short weekend trips to another
country), in which travelers try to combine several goals and
holiday formats in one trip. Offers like city-break have been
used in the region for a long time, there are a lot of different
weekend programs for both children and adults”,says Mrs.
Zvonkovskaya.

In this regard the Samara region can offer the Zhiguli
weekend tourist route, a three-day tour over the cities of the
region with a visit to Samara regional art museum, to the park
of the history of technology named after K. G. Sakharov, the
AvtoVAZ Museum, objects of the Samarskaya Luka national
park and the Zhigulevsky state natural reserve named after . I.
Sprygin, as well as a tasting of the famous local beer, and a
master class on preparation of Syzran’s brand cake Pautinka.

This year new railway tourism projects have also started.
This is “To the Theater # Best by Train!”, a new format of
weekend tours on comfortable trains to neighboring regions,
combining travel, cultural program, and tourism. The key
object of the show as part of the tour is the theater, with a
mandatory visit to the performance. The second project ,
“Train to the open air” is aimed at popularizing rail travel,
developing domestic tourism, and creating the image of the

region as the owner of unique natural, environmental,
historical and cultural resources.

As Ksenia Zvonkovskaya says, in the next six years,
according to Booking estimates, glampings, which differ from
campsites in creating comfortable conditions for travelers in
exotic places, will be very popular. “In Russia this type of
recreationis only inits infancy, and this year the first glamping
park was launched in the village of Smolkino, Syzran district,
Samararegion, which is located near nine natural monuments.
Itis necessary to analyze constantly the world trends, requests,
and preferences of the target audience, to create proposals that
are appropriate for them”, said Mrs. Zvonkovskaya.

Another main task in development of tourism, according to
her, is to fill the territory with tourist offers in the low season.
“One of the most interesting offers in the region are
international winter sports championships, such as the Snow
Kite World Cup IKA (a stage of the world Cup in snowkiting),
which is annually held in Togliatti, and the Volga Quest dog
sled race. In the winter season unique tourist winter routes are
gradually launched, this year an organized winter snowmobile
route on Mount Strelna was tested and launched. There are
jeeping tours in the region, as well as ship trips on water, on
air cushions in winter, pilgrimage tours, outdoor activities,
ecological and other types of recreation”, says Mrs.
Zvonkovskaya.

Mikhail Segal also reminds that in the Samara region a
draft of a tourist and recreation zone of the village of
Shiryaevo is being developed: “I hope that the project will be
implemented. | hope that the construction project of ski
complex on Otvazhnaya mount, which has been discussed
for 15 years, will also be implemented. Negotiations are
underway with the Ministry of natural resources, it seems

WHAT TO SEE IN THE SAMARA REGION

Samara Embankment: the city’s calling card, one of the longest in Russia, its length is about 5
kilometers. In summer comfortable beaches work here, there are bike paths and sports grounds.
In winter the alleys are partially poured with water to make ice rinks.

Stalin’s bunker: a defensive structure was built in 1942 in Samara, which was then called Kuibyshev,
inan atmosphere of utter secrecy especially for the supreme commander. Now a museum is located
here, and the bunker itself remains a unique engineering structure located at a depth of 37 meters.
Samara Cosmic Museum: the facade of the museum is adorned with a genuine Soyuz rocket, the
only assembled vertically erected launch vehicle in Europe. Most of the museum exhibits are real space
technology, such as the Yantar-4K1 and Resource F-1 landers, the NK-33 rocket engine, and others.
Park complex of the history of technology named after Sakharov: the museum is located
on the site of a former landfill for construction waste in Togliatti on an area of 38 hectares. Here
more than 450 exhibits of equipment are collected: aviation, space, engineering, railway, automo-
bile, armored, agricultural, rocket, as well as artillery guns and weapons systems of the Navy.
Samarskaya Luka national park: the area formed by the bend of the largest European Volga river
inits middle reaches and the Usinsky Bay of the Kuibyshev reservoir. The Zhiguly, with an average
height of about 300 meters, are the only mountains of tectonic origin not only on Volga, but throughout
the Russian plain. In total Samarskaya Luka has about 200 natural and historical monuments.

that experts have a positive opinion, there are no particular
obstacles. There will be mountain skiing, hotels, restaurants,
aroad, and people will come”.

WITHOUT SLOWING DOWN Experts emphasize
that after the championship the region became interesting for
both local and federal investors. “Federal investors pay their
attention to the cities where the stadiums were built for the
2018 World Cup. And now people want to invest money in
Samara, not only local, but also federal, from Moscow and St.
Petersburg. This is one of important results of the
championship. The task now is not to slow down the
improvement of infrastructure, to equip the city, to make roads,
lighting, transport interchanges, and to build facilities. This is
done by private business, but it will not invest in infrastructure
if it does not see that the flow will increase in future *, Mikhail
Segal explains.

Ksenia Zvonkovskaya notes that “traditionally after major
sporting events there is a positive trend in increasing the
tourist flow to the territory. The 2018 World Cup was one of
the most powerful image - building advertising campaigns
for the Samara Region, so in the coming years the region will
get the most out of such a major event. It is important in this
case to maintain a positive trend and to strengthen it with an
active advertising campaign to attract tourists and increase
their number”.

[lya Zharsky notes that the mundial has set the level, which
would be difficult to achieve in the absence of comparable
sports or cultural events: “The effect of the high base of 2018
will inexorably negatively affect the indicators of all next years,
but, in my opinion, this should serve as a stimulating factor. In
fact, the World Cup allowed to re-open a region with a rich
history, culture, and picturesque nature on the map of the
country and the world ", the expert says, recalling that before

the World Cup most Russians did not consider the Samara
region as a place to spend vacations, and a significant part of
foreigners could not even know about its existence, since for
them Russia was limited, as a general rule, to Moscow and St.
Petersburg, less often to the resorts of the Krasnodar Territory,
very rarely to Baikal and Kamchatka.

Itis necessary to create the so-called continuous demand
for tourism services, based on formation of sustainable
competitiveness, to implement a number of measures to
increase the number of arrivals. And the question here is not
only about the already created infrastructure, which definitely
favorably influenced the appearance of the city and the region,
butalso about creation of a supporting infrastructure at the so-
called points of attraction that will meet the needs of tourists ”,
said Ksenia Zvonkovskaya. In her opinion, with all this, it is
absolutely realistic to achieve an indicator of 2.3 million
tourists a year by 2025.
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
